I was just catching my 

breath (quite literally) 

when the volunteer re-

ceptionist reminded me 

there was a potential 

Intern here to see me.  At 

the PRCC we love our 

interns! They need a lot 

of hours and we are so 

very blessed to be able to 

accommodate students 

from several colleges 

and universities as they 

complete their under-

graduate or graduate 

studies.  However, some-

times potential interns 

have learned about us by 

surfing the web and are 

not clear on what a PRC 

does or exactly who 

(Who) we serve and I 

had had two conversa-

tions with potential in-

terns recently in that 

situation.  My first im-

pression of Patricia as 

we walked back to my 

office was that of a tall, 

beautiful, self-assured 

African American col-

lege senior. As I worked 

to gather my composure 

from recent events I 

asked her to share how 

she had learned of the 

PRCC.   She said she 

found us on the internet. 

Perhaps because I was a 

little tired, or because I 

had just had several dif-

ficult conversations with 

potential interns, or per-

haps I saw something in 

Patricia that made me  

One of the greatest stresses 

and joys at the PRCC is 

being quite sure what a 

day (hour or minute) may 

hold.  
 

Mary Fleischman, our 

Center Director, shares 

her Tuesday morning last 

week... 
 

Chapter One 

Tuesday 9:30 AM 
 

During the prayer request at 

devotions I asked for prayer 

for a mom that had called 

the day before seeking an 

abortion for her daughter.  I 

mentioned that she had an 

appointment with us Thurs-

day and I asked that we pray 

that they would keep that 

appointment. 
 

I should have known there 

was an amazing day ahead 

as I left the kitchen and 

DôNajah (our Client Ser-

vices Associate who was 

answering the phones) 

stopped me to say that dur-

ing our devotions a mom 

had called very upset.  The 

mom (weôll call her Kate) 

had called nearing hysteria 

and asked if we could see 

her daughter (Jennifer) to-

day instead of Thursday.  Of 

course DôNajah said yes 

and moments later a mom 

and her 17 year old daugh-

ter were walking through 

our front door. 
 

As only God Himself could 

ordain all of our Peer Coun-

selor volunteers were with 

other clients so it fell to me 

to see her.  Jennifer shared 

that she had been so afraid 

to tell her mom that she 

was pregnant that finally 

a school counselor had 

called to break the news.  

She was fearful as she 

knew her mother would 

be broken hearted as 

Jennifer is a good stu-

dent with plans to gradu-

ate high school early and 

accept a full athletic 

scholarship to a state 

university.  We talked 

through fetal develop-

ment and abortion pro-

cedures and risks but the 

specifics were clouded 

since Jennifer was un-

clear of her dates. 
 

Karen (our Nurse Man-

ager on staff) was stand-

ing ready to perform an 

ultrasound and while 

Jennifer was with her, I 

asked Kate if she wanted 

to come in my office to 

talk.  She talked openly 

about her plans for Jen-

niferôs future and her 

desire for her to abort.   

She was kind but firm in 

her plans.  As she exited 

to wait in our lobby for 

Jennifer I walked back to 

the ultrasound room to 

check on Jennifer.  

Karen asked if I would 

step in for a minute, it 

seems Jennifer was much 

further along that she 

had anticipated.  She 

explained to Jennifer 

that although she hadnôt 

wanted her mom with her 

that perhaps it would be 

best if we helped break 

the news that her due 

date was only weeks 

away. 

 

Karen asked me to take 

the mom (with Jenniferôs 

permission) into a coun-
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hope this was going to be a good fité 

for whatever reasoné I laid out more 

clearly that I usually do in a first 

meeting that we are a ministry first 

and foremost.  I explained that our 

main objective is to meet women in 

their hour of need during a crisis 

pregnancy and share the truth about 

life and the truth about Life in Christ. 

I explained the high standard that the 

staff and volunteers at the PRCC are 

held to. 
 

I saw a series of emotions play 

across Patriciaôs face and I saw her 

make a decision. 
 

Patricia picked up all of the things 

she had on her lap and laid them to 

the side, she said ñMiss Mary, I have 

some information to share with youò.  

She said ñYou donôt recognize me 

because my hair is different and I 

have lost a lot of weight, but I re-

member you, I was your client 4 

years ago at your Sugar Creek office 

and I have never forgotten the con-

versation we had.ò   
 

As anyone who knows me well can 

attest I am rarely at a loss for words, 

but she left me speechless.  I just sat 

stunned as she shared her story . I 

truly cannot remember a time in my 

life when I more felt like I was on 

hallowed ground,  more closely felt 

the presence of God and was more 

aware of His sovereignty. 
 

This is what she told me. She had 

come to our Sugar Creek satellite 

seriously considering abortion. She 

remembered we had talked about 

college, about her momôs potential 

reaction and about her faith.  We 

went over fetal development and 

abortion procedures and risks, then 

we sent her to 4th Street for an ultra-

sound.  With great sadness she told 

me she had aborted that baby. 

Patricia said that the abortion was 

the ñworst decisionò she had ever 

made in her life and she ñregretted 

that abortion from the bottom of  her 

feet to the top of her headò.  She 

shared with me that she had carried 

a picture from the ultrasound with 

her é

I was recently on a plane 

and sitting beside a woman 

crying hysterically.  She was 

on her way to see her 4-

year old nephew who was 

in emergency surgery as a 

result of tampering with his 

fatherõs unsecured hand-

gun.  This woman was dev-

astated and heartbroken.  

As we were getting our 

seatbelts fastened and 

through the safety presenta-

tion, I began asking her 

about her family and she 

openly shared that she had 

one son, but should have 

had two children.  One was 

aborted when the woman 

was a ô25-year old single 

girl who only cared about 

me.  I never stopped to 

think through my actions,õ  

as she put it.   I was able to 

tell her about this ministry 

and more importantly about 

God.   

By the time our plane 

landed we had exchanged 

emails and she allowed me 

to pray for 

her and 

this pre-

cious little 

boy that 

was in sur-

geryé my 

heart still 

aches for 

them both.  

As I strolled 

through the airport, I saw the 

faces of so many women 

walking by.  I couldnõt help 

but wonder how many of 

them were just like this 

woman on the plane...post-

abortive and living in regret.  

Sad to say, having an abor-

tion and regretting it later is 

an all too common experi-

ence.  While what has been 

done cannot be undone, 

women can experience heal-

ing and recovery after an 

abortion.  The God of all 

comfort and healing is more 

than able to ease the sorrow 

and pain of an abortion and 

restore 

women to life 

and joy.   

There is 

good news 

for anyone 

who has had 

an abortion, and that is that 

God offers forgiveness to 

anyone who asks for it.  Ro-

mans 3:22 says, òWe are 

made right in Godõs 

sight when we trust in 

Jesus Christ to take 

away our sins.ó  It is 

never too late to 

come to God for 

healing.  There is 

nothing that we can 

do that is so bad it is 

unforgivable.  God 

offers His forgiveness, 

peace of mind and 

peace of heart. 

When a woman realizes the re-

percussions of having an abor-

tion, she may find it difficult to  

forgive herself.   

Perhaps you or someone you 

know is in need of healing from a 

past abortion experience.  PRCC 

is here to offer a message of love 

in Christ and to help you.

every day until the wallet that 

held that picture was stolen.  At 

that point she felt as if God was 

saying to her, ñPatricia, I have 

heard your prayers of repentance 

and you are forgiven, itôs time to 

let it go.ò 

 

Then she explained how she had 

come to walk through our doors 

today.  She said she called FIFTY 

places seeking an internship and 

ONE called her back ï us.  She 

went on to explain that until she 

pulled into our parking lot after 

getting very lost (she parked in 

the VERY same parking place she 

had parked in four years ago for 

that ultrasound) she had not real-

ized we were the same ministry 

she had gone to four years ago. 

 

When she saw the sign and put it 

all together she almost didnôt 

come in. She argued with herself 

to even walk through the door, 

she never imagined it was me (her 

former Peer Counselor) she was 

going to meet with.  

She said all of this with barely a 

breath between words and then 

finished by asking ñI guess with 

all of that said , you probably 

canôt use me hereò.  I was thrilled 

to be able to say that exact oppo-

site is true! While I so wish she 

could say she had been spared the 

pain of abortion and had a beau-

tiful 3 year old, her story, com-

plete with repentance and resto-

ration, will enable her to minister 

to others in a crisis pregnancy.  

Patricia is now well into the proc-

ess of training to be a volunteer, 

but that was a morning and a 

divine appointment neither of us 

will ever forget. 

 

Chapter 3- 11:30 

 

There was a third (unrelated) 

chapter that morning.  Time, 

space and energy preclude me 

from sharing all of those details. 

But suffice to say it involved a 

young woman, Melanie, with mul-

tiple layers of needs and some 

amazing volunteers and staff who
