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both expressed their 
faith background 
and openly shared 
they were students 
with genuine       
college plans.  The 
discussion time was 
productive and the 
students began to 
think through long 
term consequences 
as a result of abor-
tion.   They were so 
thankful for our  
services and are      
returning next week 
for clinic.  (*name 

changed for confidentiality) 
 

Pray for God  
to continue 

opening their 
hearts  

to His plan.   

One of our staff mem-
bers answered the phone 
to find a young lady  
asking for direcions.  The 
girl did not have an ap-
pointment but was in-
vited to ôcome and be 
worked in.õ  We had a 
busy appointment  
schedule and our staff 
member forgot about the 
call until the receptionist 

came and said there was 
a walk-in client consider-

ing abortion here and 
all of the counselors 
were busy.  The client  
(Bettina*) was 17 and 
she was accompanied 
by her 17-year old 
boyfriend.   They were 
both seniors at a local 
high school.  Prior to  
coming to PRCC that 
day, they had been to 
the courthouse to see 
what steps were    
necessary for a minor 
to obtain an abortion 
without parental    
notification.  Our staff 
member asked if she 
could share about 
abortion procedures 
and risks.  Both      
students were open to 
hearing and in the 
course of sharing with 
our staff member they
